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JUSTICE OWEN , joined by JUSTICE ENOCH and JUSTICE BAKER, dissenting.

The financing order for TXU contains a non-standard true-up provision that is virtually identical to

the non-standard true-up provision at issue in City of Corpus Christi v. Public Utility Commission,1

which the Court also decides today.  For the reasons set forth in my dissent in that case, I also dissent from

the Court’s approval of the non-standard true-up procedure in TXU’s financing order.
